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Your daily walk is with the Son of 
God, Jesus Christ our Lord and 
Savior.  If you could view your 
life’s journey on a map, you would 
see hundreds; maybe thousands 
of paths all interconnected…each 
representing where your life will 
take you.  But if you had a divine 
perspective of the actual journey, 
you would see that Christ walks 
with you through the different 
paths of life. 

While you read from Galatians 
today, I hope that verse 20 stood 
out for you.  “I have been cruci-
fied with Christ and I no longer 
live, but Christ lives in me.  The 
life I life in the body, I live by faith 
in the Son of God, who loved 
me and gave Himself for me.”  
Today’s life principle is about not 
getting in the way of God.  As a 
Christian, your old life has ended.  

A new life has begun.  You are 
to live a life of Christ that involves 
surrender, allowing Jesus to live in 
and through you.  All you need to 
do is get out of His way.  He is the 
one living the life; you just have to 
follow His lead.  When you keep 
pace with Him, you will experi-
ence everything your Christian life 
was intended to be. 

Allowing Christ to live in and 
through you will strengthen your 
walk with Him.  You are a child of 
God and an heir a life with Christ.  
When you surrender to Him, you 
are able to walk in full stride…
whether on the mountaintop trails 
or through a valley of death.  Sur-
render not only tomorrow and 
your future eternity but also today 
and this present life to Him. You 
will experience even greater one-
ness with Him if you only let Him 
live in you.
